Krajem 19. viieka, na prijestonom Cetinju zapoceo je svoj humanitarni rad
crnogorski Crveni krst. Uprkos dugogodisnjoj borbi za o¢uvanje teritorije i
nezavisnosti, ratom zahvacenog okruZenja, oskudici, gladi i bolestima koje su
harale, vizionarstvo knjaza Nikole i u€enih ljudi tog vremena, donijelo je Cetinju
veliku ideju iz Solferina — ideju o formiranju medunarodne organizacije kojoj ¢e
primarni cilj biti humanizacija rata. Na temeljima Odbora za pomo¢ stradajuéim
Hercegovcima, prihvatajuéi Zenevsku konvenciju o zastiti ranjenika 29.
novembra 1875, godine, formiran je Crveni krst Crne Gore kao prvo nacionalno
drustvo Medunarodnog pokreta Crvenog krsta na ovim prostorima. Ispisujuci
vazne i odvazne stranice crnogorske istorije, Crveni krst Crne Gore ¢e u
godinama koje slijede dati ogroman doprinos razvoju naseg drustva kroz svoje
djelovanje na zdravstvenom, socijalnom i obrazovnom polju. Prkosedi ratnim i
prilagodavajuci se mirnodopskim vremenima, crnogorski Crveni krst je razvijao i
sirio svoje djelovanje, uvijek brinuéi o onima ¢iji se glas nedovoljno glasno ¢uo.
Ideja o formiranju Spomen sale Crvenog krsta Prijestonice Cetinje nastala je
upravo iz Zelije da se oda priznanje svima koji su, od samih pocetaka pa nadalje,
nesebic¢no ugradivali svoje vrijeme i rad u nastanak i opstanak organizacije koja
bastini jednu od najhumanijih ideja ¢ovjecanstva. Mnogobrojni dokumenti i
fotografije ove postavke, vjerno prenoseci eho proslih viemena, sviedoce o
izazovima sa kojima su se suocavali entuzijasti okuplieni idejom Crvenog krsta.

Organizer of the exhibition

At the end of the 19th century, the Montenegrin Red Cross began its humanitar-
ian work in Cetinje. Despite the long-term struggle for the preservation of territory
and independence, the war-forn surrounding areas, scarcity, hunger and
diseases that were rampant, the visionary of Prince Nikola and educated
people of that time brought to Cetinje a great idea from Solferino - an idea of
forming an international organization whose primary goal would be
humanization of war. On the foundations of the Committee for Aid to Suffering
Herzegovinians, accepting the Geneva Convention on the Protection of the
Wounded on November 29, 1875, the Red Cross of Montenegro was established
as the first national society of the International Red Cross Movement in these
areas. Writing important and daring pages of Montenegrin history, the Red Cross
of Montenegro, in the years to come, would make a huge contribution to the
development of our society through its activities in health, social and
educational fields. Defying war and adapting to peacetime, the Montenegrin
Red Cross developed and expanded its activities, always caring for those whose
voices were not heard loud enough.
The idea of forming the Memorial Hall of the Red Cross of the Old Royal Capital
Cetinje was born precisely out of the desire to give recognition to all those who,
from the very beginning onwards, selflessly incorporated their time and work into
the creation and survival of an organization that inherits one of the most
humane ideas of humanity. Numerous documents and photographs of this
exhibition, faithfully conveying the echo of past times, bear witness to the
challenges faced by enthusiasts gathered around the idea of the Red Cross.
Walking in their footsteps, determined to do good, we are grateful to everyone
who in their own way contributed to the long tradition of humanitarian
work - the Memorial Hall of the Red Cross in the Old Royal Capital Cetinje is
precisely the story of them.
We are proud that, after many years of planning. we are finally able to fulfill our
debt to the past by creating the Memorial Hall, we express our gratitude to the
State Archives and the National Museum of Montenegro for their help in
creating this historically valuable exhibition. Also, special thanks goes fo the
author, Ms. Natasa Spadijer, who accepted the realization of this project with
special sensibility and enthusiasm.

IZLOZBA - CRVENI KRST 1875 - 1945 g.

Crveni krst Crne Gore je jedinstvena, nezavisna i dobrovolina humanitarna
organizacija koja djeluje na teritoriji Crne Gore. Osnovana je daleke 1875.
godine na Cetlinju kao prvo nacionalno humanitarno drudtvo na Balkanu i 22.
u svijetu. Glavni cilj ove organizacije je pomoé ljudima u nevolji i patnji,
narocito u vrijeme ratova, prirodnih katastrofa i sli€¢nih nepogoda. Vodi se
idejom sedam principa: humanost, dobrovoljinost, nezavisnost, neutralnost,
nepristrasnost, jedinstva i univerzalnosti. Osnovne aktivnosti Crvenog krsta su
Sirenje znanja o medunarodnom humanitarnom pravu i principima Crvenog
krsta i Crvenog polumjeseca, promocija humanih vrijednosti, obuke prve
pomodi, dobrovolinog davalastva krvi, briga o starijim osobama, ranjivim
kategorijama, djelovanju u nesre¢ama, sluzbe spasavanja i trazenja, rad sa
miadima i sl.

lzloZba Crveni krst 1875 — 1945 upravo oslikava razvoj organizacije Crvenog
krsta u Crnoj Gori i svih principa na kojima se ova organizacija zasniva. Ovaj
period nije bio nimalo lak za Crnu Goru jer obuhvata Cetiri rata, alii niz
elementarnih nepogoda, epidemija, pandemija, siromastva i gladi. Sama
izloZba je podijeliena u cjeline koje obuhvataju: osnivanje i po&etak
djelovanja, Balkanske ratove, Prvi svjetski rat, period Banovine i Drugi svjetski
rat. Takode kroz tri cjeline moZemo pratiti medalje i diplome koje je Crveni krst
dodjeljivao za humanost, markice koje su izdavane u korist Crvenog krsta, i
cjelina koja sadrZi pisma i dopisne karte kojima se trazi pomoé ili nestali Elan
porodice, obavjestenja i pozivi o predstavama, izloZbama, zabavama i
igrama na sre¢u organizovanih u cilju prikuplianja pomodi za aktivnosti
Crvenog krsta.

EXHIBITION — RED CROSS 1875 — 1945

The Red Cross of Montenegro is a unique, independent, and voluntary hu-
manitarian organization operating in the territory of Montenegro. It was
founded back in 1875 in Cefinje as the first national humanitarian society in
the Balkans and 22nd in the world. The main goal of this organization is
helping people in distress and suffering, especially in war time, natural and
similar disasters. It is guided by the idea of seven principles: humanity,
voluntariness, independence, neutrality, impartiality, unity, and universality.
The main activities of the Red Cross are the dissemination of knowledge
about international humanitarian law and the principles of the Red Cross and
Red Crescent, promotion of humane values, first aid fraining, voluntary blood
donation, care for the elderly, vulnerable categories, response in accidents,
rescue and search services, work with young people, etc.

The exhibition Red Cross 1875 - 1945 precisely depicts the development of
the Red Cross organization in Montenegro and all the principles on which this
organization is based. This period was not at all easy for Montenegro
because it included five wars, but also a series of natural disasters, epidemics,
pandemics, poverty and hunger. The exhibition itself is divided into units that
include: the establishment and beginning of activity, the Balkan Wars, the
First World War, the Banovina period and the Second World War. We can
also frace the medals and diplomas that the Red Cross awarded for
humanity, the stamps that were issued in favor of the Red Cross, and a
section that contains letters and postcards asking for help or a missing family
member, notices and invitations about performances, exhibitions, parties and
games of chance organized in order to collect assistance for Red Cross
activities. Working on this exhibition was a pleasure for me, but also a great
responsibility due to the importance that this organization carries in itself. |
owe a great deal of gratitude to my colleagues from the State Archives of
Montenegro, the National Museum of Montenegro and the National Library
of Montenegro "Purde Crnojevi¢" for their kindness and helpfulness during the
collection of this extensive material.

Lastly, | owe thanks to the organizer, the Red Cross of the Capital, for the frust
shown and | hereby present this exhibition to them as a token of respect for
their humane mission.

The mission of the Red Cross in Montenegto
began way back in 1875, when the "Committee for
Aid to Suffering Herzegovinians" was founded in

Cetinje, headed by Metropolitan Ilarion Roganovic.
With the ratification of the Geneva Convention on

November 29, 1875, Montenegro became a member

of the International Red Cross.
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Balkanski ratovi koji su se vodili u periodu

Za vrijeme
balkanskih ratova Dru$tvu crnogorskog Crvenog krsta
bilo je na raspolaganju 108 ljckara dobrovoljaca iz cijele
Evrope.
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The Balkan wars, which were fought in the period
1912-1913 and which were a prelude to larger-scale
conflicts, posed a new challenge for the Montenegrin Red
Cross Society. During this period, great and selfless help to
Montenegro came from national societies from Russia, the
Czech Republic, France, etc. During the Balkan wars, the
Montenegrin Red Cross Society had at its disposal 108
volunteer doctors from all over Europe.

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The period in which the first decorations of the
Montenegtin Red Cross were introduced was the period of
the First and Second Balkan Wars (1912-1913) as a need to
thank the numerous friends of Montenegro and the
Montenegrin people for the material, humanitarian and
professional assistance provided. The decorations were
created according to the design of Ilija Sobaji¢ and Dimitrije
Begovic, and the State Printing Office in Cetinje created
diplomas and a protocol for maintaining a list of holders of

decorations which was maintained by the Main Committee.

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Based on the decision of the Government of July 29, 1921, the Red Cross
Society of the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes was founded. By
making this decision after four and a half decades of successful work, the
first Red Cross organization in the Balkans ceases to exist. The People's
Committee of the Red Cross of the Kingdom of §.C.S. was founded and
the Zeta regional board, which provided aid in food, medicine, clothing

and other necessities to the injured population.
